Mr. Paul Thomson, Epping Forest Superintendent: Mr. Thomson gave an interesting update on the initiatives being taken forward by Epping Forest. He outlined their proposals to increase the grazing in the forest, and measures taken for the safety of both cattle and vehicles. He also outlined the proposals for increasing the usage of the forest in conjunction with the legacy value on the White Water Canoe Centre. A question had been raised regarding the differentiation of charges between horse riders and mountain bikers. Mr. Thomson explained that considerable damage was done to the forest by the horse riders, and advised that the charge of £40.00 per annum went to repairing the forest trails. He was aware that mountain bikers were also causing damage, but advised that it was far more difficult to make a charge as there was no record of their usage. He advised that he hoped that open channels of communication would be improved and that both organisations could work together.
