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	Mr. Ward also suggested that the feasibly of de-pedestrianising Sun Street should be put forward to the local Highways Authority.





824.	National Grid: A letter from the National Grid regarding the Waltham Cross to Tottenham Overhead Line, North London Re-enforcement Project was considered. Further information is to be obtained, as the letter did not identify the land in question.
