King George V Playing Fields: As a result of correspondence from the Charity Commission regarding the status of King George V Playing Fields I have had discussions with Laura MacNeill, Assistant Head of Leisure Services at Epping Forest District Council, regarding the ongoing management of this area. The present situation is that the Town Council maintains the land on behalf of Epping Forest District Council and retains any income derived from pitch bookings. Neither party can trace any formal agreement. In order to formalise this Ms. MacNeill has put forward two options;


1. That the present situation is regularised by an agreement between the Town and District Council either by – a) Long Lease say 125 years



  
                        b) Management Agreement (terms to be agreed)



2. That the maintenance of the land returns to EFDC.


If option 1 was adopted the Town Council could then apply for the land to be again registered with the Charity Commission.


The Officers believe that it would be of benefit to retain the land and recommend the Town Council should request that District Council transfers the freehold to us.
