832.    Mead Suite & Bars: a) Action Plan – The Committee considered the Action Plan, 

           and noted the current situation. It was suggested that a supply of snacks and cans of 

           drinks be available for the young people using the Skate Park and that the application 

           to open the kiosk should at this time be refused, but with the proviso that the matter 

           would be kept under review.
