Apologies for Absence: Apologies had been received from Cllr. Mrs. Gadsby and Cllr. Watts.

Declarations of Interest: There were no Declarations of Interest.

Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on 15th March 2010 a copy of which was duly noted.

Town Show: Information regarding previous participants at the Town Show is to be obtained from Mr. Bryn  Elliott, the booking form is to be updated with a covering letter explaining that the Town Council is taking over the organisation of the Show. Various administrative details including new budget headings are to be arranged.
Various arrangements for the Show in 2011 are to include the fun fair at a fee that includes the stage. 

Consideration is to be given to arena events, and for a subsequent year such as 2012 consideration is to be given for a circus.

The insurance should also be checked to ensure we have public liability insurance cover for an event for ten thousand people.
